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PRIMJENA PC-a PRI DOKUMENTACIJI PRIRODOSLOVNE 
MUZEJSKE GRADE

U Hrvatskom prirodoslovnom muzeju ima oko 
2.000.000 uzoraka, pa se stoga pokazala potreba za 
uvo<tenjem lak~ih i efikasnijih metoda za inventarizaciju 
prirodoslovne gra<te. Kako do sada nije postojao 
jedinstveni na6n inventarizacije za iste tipove gra<te 
u razlicitim muzejskim ustanovama, Hrvatski 
prirodoslovni muzej, kao maticna muzejska kuca za 
prirodoslovlje u Republici Hrvatskoj, preuzeo je na sebe 
obvezu da uz konzultaciju s relevantnim strucnjacima 
iz prirodoslovlja definira inventarne kartice za pojedine 
tipove prirodoslovne gra<te. Pri projektu inventarizacije 
koristile su se inventarne kartice i softverski programi 
koji se primjenjuju u svijetu za iste tipove muzejske 
gra<te. Novo definirane inventarne kartice posluzit ce 
za izradu softverskog paketa za prirodoslovlje. Nakon 
eksperimentalne faze projektce biti predoeen Muzejskom 

savjetu Hrvatske i predlokn da se prihvati kao standard 
za prirodoslovnu gra<tu u Republici. 

Za specijalisticke inventarne kartice pojedinih struka 
odredili smo minimum polrebnih podataka za jednoznacno 
definiranje muzejskog predmeta u podrucju prirodoslovlja. 
U tu svrhu koristili smo predlozak postojeCih inventarnih 
kartica pojedinih struka. 

Na bazi tako definiranih inventarnih krtica izra<teni 
su kompjuterski programi uskla<teni sa standardima koji 
se koriste prilikom voctenja inventarnih knjiga. Pri unosu 
podataka o pojedinim muzejskim predmetima stvarat 
ce se standardi koji ce posluiiti za daljnju inventarizaciju 
novih, slicnih muzejskih predmeta.

APPLYING PC TO THE NATURAL- HISTORY MUSEUM INVENTORY METHODS 
D. Bukovec and B. Glumac 

At the Croatian Natural History Museum there are 
about 2.000.000 samples. That was the reason for the 
introduction of easier and more effective inventory 
methods in the natural-history collections. Since there 
was no unique way of making inventory for the same 
kinds of collections at different museums, the Croatian 
Natural History Museum, as a central museum in the 
field of natural-history sciences in the Republic of Croatia, 
undertook the task to define the inventory cards for 
different kinds of natural-history collections in cooperation 
with relevant specialists. In the projects of inventarisation 
and creation of inventor ycards and software, experience 
from some Europian museums have been utilized. 

Inventory cards defined in that way will be used 
for making sofware package for all natural-history 
branches in Croatia. The final project will be presented 
to the Croatian Museum Council and nominated as a

standard for natural-history collections in the Republic. 
For the specialized inventory cards minimal necessary 

data for the exclusive determination of museum samples 
in the natural-history field have been defined. 

For this purpose it was necessary to have a specimen 
of specialized inventory cards for each branch. Computer 
programmes based upon new-defined invenory cards 
were required in accordance with standards used in 
running of inventories. 

New standards will be made while entering the data 
considering particular museum samples. They will be 

used for further inventory of new, similar museum 
samples.
